Aidan was our “Mr Reliable”. Whether the team needed a cool head with the bat, a quick wicket 
or a tight spell with the ball, or safe fielding in any position, Aidan filled the role more often than 
not.

He also worked on variation in his bowling and he showed good temperament in his 
batting. Sadly, luck was rarely with him in bowling or batting. With better fortune next season, 
the wickets will flow, as will the runs off his bat. 
Batting and bowling come easier to some than others. Sean started the season have great 
difficulty with his bowling technique but was determined to improve.
